Aims:

· Give students the opportunity to plan, organise and take an active part in a variety of fund-raising activities.

· Students to reflect on the process of participation.

Fixed Charity Events:

· Jeans for Genes Day (October)*

· Breast Cancer Campaign (October) – Pink ribbons sold in school

· Children in Need* (November) – Mufti Day (monies raised to Children in Need)

· Poppy Appeal (November) – Poppies sold around school (monies to the Poppy Appeal)

· NSPCC Number Day*

· World AIDS Day (December) – Red ribbons sold in school

· Comic Relief (March) – Mufti Day (monies to Comic Relief)

Individual Charities:

· Year groups meet annually to discuss their chosen charity for the coming academic year

· Democratic process used to decide on Year charity 1 

· Students to be made aware of this process and their voice has been heard

· Contact made with charity and promoted via assembly, Year notice board, tutor rooms, student, staff and parent bulletins

· Student Voice to be involved in future whole school choices

· Individual charities can be promoted through individual year/tutor groups/whole school e.g. “Jeans for Genes Day” (these must be approved by PMA)
