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DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY DEPARTMENT

CURRICULUM

The Department of Art Design and Technology is organised to provide students with a wide range of creative and practical activities.  The teaching schemes have been written to deliver two major National Curriculum subjects: Art and Design and Technology.  All students have a one-hour lesson of Food/Textiles, a one-hour lesson of Resistant Materials and a one-hour lesson of Art each week throughout the school year.

In KS3 students can expect to be drawing, designing, painting, making sculpture and ceramic work, weaving, knitting, using batik, using fabrics, printing, preparing a range of food products, making wooden jewellery, hats, clocks, mechanical toys, simple electronic devices, studying structures, mechanisms, system and control.  They will use a wide range of appliances, equipment, tools, machinery, materials, components and ICT.

They will study the work of artists, craft-workers and designers to inspire and inform their own work.  

They will be taught a creative approach to Designing and Making based on solving practical problems.  They will be taught about hygiene and nutrition, be involved in tasting and analysing food products.  They will be taught strict Health and Safety procedures and be expected to work to high standards.

In KS4 the department offers six GCSE courses, all AQA specifications; Art and Design Unendorsed, Resistant Materials, Food, Textiles, Graphic Products and OCR Child Development.

FACILITIES

The courses are taught by specialist teachers in excellent, purpose built facilities.  There are eleven practical rooms: two Art and Design rooms, one Ceramics room, one Textiles room, two Food Technology rooms, one Graphics room and four workshops.  There is also a computer room and a display area.  These facilities are housed all together in a large building at the centre of the school campus.

TEACHING GROUPS

Average group size in KS3 and KS4 is 23.  Maximum group size is 24.  All pupils are taught in mixed ability groups.  The department is moving towards using a joint assessment system which will help with assessment and target setting inKS3.
