As a thriving and busy school site I am sure that you are aware that having an effective plan to deal with a range of transport issues is important to us.  As such I wanted to provide some further information regarding some elements of the current Tanbridge House School ‘Travel Plan’.

There are one or two ‘hot issues’ that I would also like to raise which relate to the plan.  Firstly, I am pleased to let you know that we are getting an increasing number of youngsters cycling to school.  This is something that I am keen to encourage but as I pointed out in my letter of December 2008, there are some real concerns over student safety.  As such, I would be most grateful if you could liaise with your son/daughter and ensure that they wear a cycle helmet.  Greater regard to basic cycle safety and Highway Code requirements when joining busy roads is also crucial.  

Secondly, as a busy site, we are trying to encourage parents not to come onto the school premises for pick up and drop offs at the beginning and end of the school day.  At times we simply do not have the capacity to manage such an influx of traffic bearing in mind coaches and other vehicles that have to be catered for.
