1. Mobile phones – whilst not recommended, students are permitted to have phones in school but they should not be used during any formal learning time.  If used in lessons, the phone should be taken for the duration of this period and returned at the end of the lesson.  If the “offence” happens again, the phone should be confiscated, placed in a secure area and returned either at the end of the day or following a phone call home. 
2. Ipods – Again, students are permitted to listen to these items during free time.  There should be no evidence of the Ipod or its ear-piece during formal learning time.  A student listening to or showing an ear-piece should in the first instance be given a warning and told to put away the offending article(s).  If the problem persists, then the headphones should be confiscated and the student asked to collect them at the end of the day.  This can be supported by a detention.  Persistent transgressors should have the Ipod confiscated and again placed in a safe place.  Following a phone call home, the item can then be made available for collection. 

3. Scarves – Plain black scarves can be worn to and from school during inclement weather, otherwise, scarves are not permitted, particularly when they are used simply as a devise to cover our school uniform.  Again, a reminder and then confiscation if required.  

4. Trousers – Students who already have trousers with seams down the front and or large fashion belts attached to them, should do the following:- 
· Either change their trousers with immediate effect or remove the offending belt.  Due to financial considerations, students can then use the summer to come back to school with standard cut trousers.  Please liaise with your Head of Year to ensure clarification regarding this expectation.
